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Due to the increase development of ubiquitous computing and its increasing presence in every day situation, new possibilities are investigated to involve from m-learning and e-learning toward ubiquitous learning (U-learning). This talk, will involve a discussion about the role of ubiquitous computing in museums and its noticeable effect on the primitive functions of museums, especially interpretation and exhibition, which decisively influence the learning, engagement and enjoyment experience of visitors.
A brief literature review, examples and some research findings will be presented. Furthermore and in more details, some results of a research concluded at the International School of New Media in luebeck – Germany, called Ubiquitous Infrastructure for Contextualised Exhibition Services, will be presented, where an outlook on the design, one usage scenario called HolstenTour project will be demonstrated.
Finally, an outlook at the future of the U-learning at U-museums and challenges will be inferred and concluded.
